PONDS/ENCORE/ STONEBRIDGE and BOTH RENAISSANCE’S:  All Buses leave from Community’s

ROSSMOOR :  All buses leave from  POOL-SIDE.    
REGENCY: Buses leave from Bus Stop in Parking Lot. 
CONCORDIA and  WHITTINGHAM: All Buses leave from the Bus Shelter in the Parking Lot.
