Represetedn by Walter Toto who state this application is seeking use variance approval to continuing operating a junkyard and storage container yard.  The junkyard was established in 1929.  We are here seeking the use for the storage container yard.  This evolved during covid and none of the uses are permitted in the NC zone.

Mr. Eugene Mesh, 202 Gerry Court, Manalapan, is the owner of Englishtown Property.  We dismantle chassis on site and ship them worldwide.  Manages day-to-day operations, Monday thru Friday 8am until 5pm and Saturday 8am until 1pm and closed on Sunday.  WE currently have 24 employees during the week and 8 employees on Saturday.

Mr. Sharif Aly, applicant’s Engineer, described the site in detail.  He refenced the aerial (exhibit A1), the colored rendering (exhibit A2) and the cross section (exhibit A3).
Mr. Justin Taylor, applicant’s Traffic Engineer, went through his report dated April 1, 2024.

Mr. Mark Remsa, applicant’s Planner, stated there are several variances which can be granted with no detriment or harm to the public.

Ms. Mika Apte, Board Planner, went through her report dated June 13, 2024.  Also suggested a noise study to be done.

Mr. Mark Rasimowicz, Board Engineer, went through his report dated June 13, 2024.

Mr. Marino Lupo asked for landscaping to be heavy.

Mr. Gary /busman asked if any forklifts (Told 2).

Ms. Kelly Carey asked for the container process to be fully explained.
